1.  Q:  I asked four months ago about bike racks for out tower and we still have not received any. Are we ever going to get them?
A: The Civil Engineer Squadron is currently installing them now and should be finished by the end of November.

2. Q: Could you clarify on the speeds in housing areas and around schools?
A: It is 30 KPH in housing areas and 15 KPH in school zones.

3. Q: What is the priority for snow removal? It seems like it takes a long time to get to priority three.
