1.  Q:  When are we going to get more obstetrician gynecologists for women to receive regular checkups?
A: We currently do not have the manning to perform certain routine exams.
2. Q: I’m a student at Edgren High School and when I walk home I go through the BX parking lot and I notice many people driving the wrong direction. Could we put up signs in the parking lot so people will start driving in the right direction?

A: Our traffic safety group will discuss this problem and get an answer shortly.

3. Q: Could a policy letter be made so a dependent could receive a one-year base pass when the sponsor is out of country.
A: I will have 35 FSS take a look at this issue and get an answer shortly.

4. Q: Why are families of four living in houses setup for two?
A: Families with very young children are going to have to live in smaller houses. Until the children reach a certain age, those families can only live in the smaller housing.

5. Q: Can we allow TDY visitors to drive on and off base with an international license instead of having to get the 4EJ (local drivers license)? 

A: Security Forces does not have the manning to run both of the classes during different days of the week.

6. Q: Can we get the ability to turn on closed captioning on all AFN broadcasts?

A: Certain broadcasts are recorded live via satellite and cannot embed the closed captioning. We have sent your question to AFN HQ for further guidance.
